A stolen vehicle was recovered from Ashford Park Apartments. The vehicle was located by Officer Tomalka while 

conducting a hit and run investigation.

Burglary-No Forced Entry: 1- Dunwoody Park S. Occurred between 05/23/14 2315 hours and 05/25/14 2000 

hours. Four laptops taken. 

Commercial Burglary (Attempt) – 4639 N Shallowford Rd Mini-Mart – The complainant reported someone 

attempted to gain entry to the business through the front door. The video footage depicts two suspects, both 

wearing hoods over their heads and cloth around their faces attempting to enter the business. One suspect, a 

black male wearing a hood, mask, gloves, and a short sleeve white shirt, used a hammer to strike the front door 

glass several times making a large hole in the glass. After attempting to completely break the glass for a few 

minutes, and being unsuccessful, the two suspects retreat to the rear of the business where they enter a dark 

color minivan fled the scene
